_a ledge less than three feet wide, preventing
his falling over a precipice to certain death.
Ranger Nesbit, who was in the vicinity with
another climbing group, witnessed the ac-
cident and sent a member of his party to
Bear Lake, eleven miles away, to report it.
The rescuc required- ten separate belays,
continued for more than four hours in the
darkness through the spring snow which
made footing difficult. At one point Ranger
Betts crashed through a snowbridge cover-
ing a crevass and was saved only by a sling
rope tied to the litler. It was after midnight
on May 31 when the trail head was reached
and the victim was taken to the hospital.

HIGH COUNTRY HIKING

The arrival of summer in Yosemite brings
with it opportunity to explore once again
‘that fascinaling section of the Park known
as The High Country. Far removed in mood
and general aspect from the warm, some-
what busy Valley Floor, this region of high,
sunny meadows and sparkling lakes is, ne-
vertheless, easily accessible to all of us liv-
ing here in Yosemite Valley. This summer,
in particular, employees have the chance 1o
see some of the fine back-country of the
Park with ample time at their disposal, un-
der the Company's new Special-Leave-Day
policy which will make possible a monthly
break of three consecutive days.

This article, and others to follow, will
outline suggested overnight irips to the more
scenic areas of this high land.

Tuolumne Meadows Areq

The first region to become accessible after
the retreat of the winter snow pack is Tu-
olumne Meadows. Conveniently enough, too,
this region is also a hub from which trails
radiate in all directions to some of the finest
examples of High Couniry landscape,

Water-wheel Falls

An eight-mile trail north from

display in Yosemite. “Reverse Waterfalls,”
formed by the force of the entire river’s
volume being deflected upwards against
rock ledges in foaming wheels of spray, 60
to 80 feet high. Best seen before the end of
June, Located 3% miles down the Tuolum-
ne Canyon below Glen Aulin High Sierra
Camp.
Young Lakes Basin

Six miles by trail northeast from Soda
Springs. Three little lakes lie heneath the
precipitous west face of M. Conness, which

Sunrise Trail
A beautiful, but seldom used, twenty-one
mile walk from the Meadows to Yosemite
Valley.

A delightful loop trip from Tuolumne
Meadows can be arranged to Vogelsang
(possibly overnight here), then via Evelyn
and Ireland Lakes to the Lyell Fork Can-
yon, returning to Tuolumne.

"HIGH COUNTRY HIKING—Part Two

Tenaya Lake

Tenaya Lake, the largest natural lake in
Yosemite National Park, is well known to
most of us as a high country scenic gem., A
placid shect of irridescent blue cupped be-
neath the polished granite slopes of Tcnaya
Peak and Polly Dome, its ancient Indian
name of Py-we-ack, or “Lake of the Shin-
ing Rocks,” scems very appropriate. Wide
beaches, pleasantly warm water and exten-
sive camp grounds, logether with easy ac-
cessibility over the Tioga Road, have made
it extremely popular with summer visitors
lo the park., Far fewer people, however,
know the interesting country surrounding
it. Here are a few suggestions for trips in
the arca which are [lairly representative of
the best atiractions of the park in its mid-
dle clevatlions, '

Forsythe Pass Trail

Leaving Tenaya Lake, at 8.150 feet, this
tradl climbs south up the rocky slopoes of
Tenaya Chanyon to the summit of Forsythe
Pass at 9,200 feet, Along the way are fine
displays of wild tlowers during July. Sev-
crad =ma lakes, quite popular with fisher-
men, are close (o (his trail, An casy ascent
of Cloud™s Best, 9928 feet, s possible from
the Pass. Che veturn to Tenaya Lake makes
i eamtortable roond {rip for one day (about
L omiles), or one can continue on o Yosem-
ite Valley vin Liftle Yosemite and Nevada
and Vernal Falls, iotal distance of 17 miles.

Tenaya Peak’ o
This impressive summit rises directly from .
the south shore of the Lake to an elevation
of 10,700 feet. It can be climbed without
difficully by starting from the western end
of the Lake and walking right up the sky-
line, The high granite country behind the
Peak includes much to interest anyone with
time to explore it; for instance, the rocky
ridge known as the Devil’s Backbone, the
sharp pinnacle of Columbia Finger, and sev-
eral small, rock-girt lakes.

Tenaya Canyon

An unusual trip, easily made in one day,
can be taken from Tenaya Lake by follow-
ing the outlet stream as it wanders firs{
through pleasant meadows, and then down
polished granite pavements into a deep, gla-
cier-scoured valley under Cloud’s Rest.
CAUTION—Return {o the Lake and Do Not
Attemptl to continue down canyon beyond
the head of the 600-foot Pyweack Cascade,
unless in the company of an expert rock
climber,

Mc:y Lake and Mt. Hoffmann

Just a mile from the Tioga Road is one of
the High Camps, sitvated on the shores of
beautiful May Lake. Boaling and fishing arc
favorite sports here, as is also the hike
{o 10,921 foot summit of M{. Holfmann, Sit-
uated in almost the geographical center of
Yosemile National Park, it affords the most
comprehensive view of all our peaks.

One trav-
els through gardens mosi of the way; fields
of lupine and columbine near ils hase, frag-
ile alpines growing on the plateau, blue sky-
pilol crowning the summil. The view from
the {op is worth every ounce of energy ex-
pended. The Sierrva crest rises in hold relief
far beyond the park boundaries, both north
and south, while tno the east the landscape
plunges abruptly 7,000 feel to Lhe basin
cradling Mono Lake, a vast blue mirror
shimmering in the sun. Beyond it, the ranges
rise in hazy ranks far across the Nevada de-
sert,

Glacier Canyon

A variation on the above trip can be
worked out by following the conlour level
from the Ranger Siation around to the cast,
finally arriving at the inlel stream lecding
Tioga Lake. Proceceding upsircam, one as-
cends over a series of grassy benches into
the deep canyon lying juslt below the steep
cast face of Mt, Dana. After climbing over
several moraines, past lurquoise lakes where
ice lies late into summer, one comes at last
10 the Dana Glacier in a deep cirque at the
canyon's end. This is the most casily ap-
proached of any of Yosemite's glaciers, but
1s truly representative of all phases of gla-
cial action. The return trip can be made via
the east wall of the Canyon which leads
casily to the summit of the Dana Plateau, a
sky-high tableland at 12,000 feet with verti-

upland, under the shadow of Mt. Conness

and North Peak, concealing behind its gran-

ite reefls and ridges many little lakes, sus-
tained by the runoff from the Conness Gla-
cier. Between North Peak and Shepherd’s
Crest, a low divide gives access to the Mec-
Cabe Lakes Basin. This is a knapsack {rip
easily made in onc day, into a wilderness
land of unusual beauty. Another suggesiion
is a one-day trip over the Tioga crest, down
into a hanging valley containing beautiful
Oneida Lake and the spectacular ruins of
the May Lundy Mine, finally arriving at
Lundy Canyon and the road head.

with a State or other appropriate licensing
authority. In certain cases where an indi-
vidual would want to continue to operate
his vehicle wholly on the park road system,
arrangements may be made so that he may
register his vehicle and secure license plates
directly from the Park. The charge for this
will be $6.00 annually and proof of owner-
ship would have 1o be shown, However, li-

HIGH COUNTRY HIKING—-Part IV

In the last Sentinel we described Lhe in-
{eresting region surrounding Tioga Pass.
Several suggestions were made as to trips
representative of the finc scenic leatures of
the area. These, however, by no means ex-
hausted the subject. In this, the concluding
column of the secries, we would like to de-
seribe a bit more of this country, which will
remain always among your most moving
impressions of a greal Nalional Park.

Mono Pass

Aboul five miles from Tuolumne Meadows,
a trail leaves the highway Lo the south, pro-
ceeding up the pleasant meadows between
Mt. Gibbs und the ®Wuna Crest. The fine
costream along the Lrail heads in Helen Lake,
on a rocky hench under Kuna Peak, al the
far end of the canyon, a spot much favored
for camping and Gshing., Leaving the Helen
Lake trail, you climb casily up a long ridge
to Mono Paszs, about 4 miles from the road.

Now, you have the choice of continuing
another five miles down Bloody Canyon 1o
Walker Lake (if there is a car waiting to
transport you home), or of continuing two
miles further 1o Parker Pass and the Parker
Creek Glacier, thence returning io the Ti-
oga Road, Round trip, for the latter choice,
14 miles.

If time and energy permit, an admirable
exiension of this hike leads up the steep
switch-backs on lhe nortih slope of Parker
and Koip Peaks, al an elevation of 12,300 ft.
Here, the view sweeps southward along the
Sierra Crest to the far peaks rimming the
borderland of Kings Canyon National Park.
Beautiful Alger Lake nestles in the depths
of the canyon, 1,800 fect below. If you are
returning to the Tioga Road, this adds six
miles to the round-irip,

Gaylor Lakes Basin

To ihe wesl of Tioga Pass, over a sleep
little ridge, is a small basin containing five
lakes of varying size, easy of access and be-
loved of fishermen, These, the Gaylor Lakes,
are a parl of a landscape so wild and ap-
parenily untouched as to belie the fact of
their closeness 1o the highway. Two of them
—known as the Granite Lakes—are cupped




from which'the view sweeps'thie horizon for

‘many miles along'the. peaks. of the Crest. In--
this spectacular location are.the ruins of the-

old Mt. Dana Summit Mine, part-of the ex-

tensive effort' to develop the alleged 'poten- .

. Great Sierra Consolidated Silver Co., Most
~of the buildings now liein ruins, only their -

foundations and the ominously deep mine
shafls hinting of the activily of ‘the 1880s.
One structure remains, however; a wonder-
ful old cabin whose rock walls, almost two
feet thick, have successfully withstood the

winter storms of three-quarters of a century

on this wind-swept ridge. From the “picture
windows” of this old building a panorama
is revealed rivaling that of the great resort
hotels of the world,
Bennettville

The headquarters for all this aclivity in-
volving the Sheepherder Lode was at the
town of Bennettville, easily reached by .a

short drive from the Tioga Road at a point

about half-way between the entrance sta-
tion at the Pass and Camp Tioga, It is sug-
gested thal—to preserve your tires—you
walk the Jast two miles! Near the itown, a
massive tunnel was driven straight into the
solid rock of the ridge in an expensive but
vain attempt to intersect the elusive Sheep-
herder. Though the Ltunnel runs through the
most solid of rock, a stroll far into ils depths
is not recommended because of the presence
of dungerous gases. Most of the old town
now lies in ruins, except for two buildings.
These are made of handhewn planks which
have weathered 1o a remarkable golden hue.
In their setting of rusty cliffs and gray-green
sage, against the distant backdrop of Mt.
Dana’s high cone, ihey form a memorable
picture of historic interest—and scenie de-
light!

_ Whether this is true or ‘not, even the oldest of
' .Valley residents cannot recall a year when
there were more bears roaming the Valley. A
" bumper acamn crop has served to appease their
appetite to a degree, but some break-ins and

‘property damage have occured and in most -

cases lood left in storage sheds or cars have
been the reasons,

In an effort to alleviale the situation, one or
two of the culvert-type bear traps have been in
use almost constantly, and o iotal of 43 bears
have been given a free ride to the high country
to ‘date. Although it is known that some indi-
vidual bears return to the Valley immedialely,
many do nol and people are beinning 16 out-
number the bears once more.
